If you are pregnant, it is important that others in your family be screened for the
disease and receives free vaccine, if appropriate. If you are pregnant, please call me at 645-
7597 so that we can be sure your infant gets the proper treatment. The infants born (o
women who have Hepatitis B must receive two shots at birth in order to prevent them from
getting the disease. It is very important that we know the following:
